Project Leap

River’s Way is committed to working with schools to meet the education demands of the 21st century. One of the five skills that Tennessee employers want to see is the ability to work in a team. Project Leap focuses on this skill using “Habits of Mind” as a framework for learning.

Over 40% of the students we work with come from disadvantaged families. We also run Project Leap with special education classes at Tennessee High School, Virginia Middle School, Virginia High School, E.B. Stanley Middle School and Glade Spring Middle School.

River’s Way currently operates Project Leap programs with 570 students in 16 areas schools. These programs involve

· a high ropes course at River’s Way 

· six team building sessions at school during the fall semester 

· ten team building sessions at school during the spring semester 

· a second high ropes course at River’s Way for the majority of classes
